no longer alone.

Many newcomers to A.A. are 
troubled with what they call the 
"spiritual" part of the Program. 
They rebel at the thought that any 
part of A.A. is "religious"; that they 
must be "saved" in order to recover. 
This point of view is not only 
understandable but natural to a 
certain extent. The disease of 
alcoholism is a serious illness. Its 
victims have suffered. They have 
been either beaten or disillusioned 
and, if they have progressed far 
along the road of alcoholism, they 
have seen the failure of the purely 
"religious" approach. Indeed, they 
may have tried it--without success. 
They have become cynical and have 
retreated into themselves.

Let us give a word of hope to these 
cynical newcomers to the Program. 
Look around you. There are more 
than 40,000 persons in the world 
today who have recovered from this 
illness.  If they remain on the 
Program, they will keep well.

There is no set pattern for realizing 
the 2nd Step. Many attain belief 
suddenly; others, more slowly. The 
"bright, shining light of 
understanding" does not come to all 
at once. Acceptance of this Step 
comes to many men in many ways. 
You will get it ev entually . When 
you do , y ou will understand 
when an A.A. sa ys to y ou: "Gee, 
this thing isn't so tough after all. 
I don't seem to w ant to drink 
anymore!"
